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On January 2, 2019, at approximately 1:06 AM, deputies were dispatched to the Maverick station in the 2400 block of Peterson Road in regard to an armed robbery which had just occurred.  

Upon arrival deputies determined that an unknown suspect presented a semi-automatic handgun to the clerk and demanded money from the register.  

The suspect left in a westerly direction on Constitution with an unknown amount of money.  

The suspect is described as a male who is approximately 5'8" tall, dressed in a dark hooded sweatshirt, dark pants, white sneakers and a white mask covering everything but his eyes.  He took great care in covering his entire body, but the clerk believed that the suspect was possibly Hispanic due to olive skin around his eyes.
