Throughthe courseof theinvestigationjt waslearnedhatthereportingparty,anontheroadtruck driver, his wife
andamalefriendall lived attheaddress.Thereportingparty lastspokewith his wife approximatelytwo weeks
prior duringthe night of blizzard. At thattime, his wife statedtherewasno powerin theresidenceindhis
attemptdo reachhersincethateveningwereunsuccessful.

Thedeceasetiavebeenidentifiedas55-year-old Jamesromsikand50-year-oldLanaSenna.Thedeathsarenot
considereduspiciousandwe do not feel thereis anythreatto the community.

The Coroner’sOffice will determinethe causeandmannerof deathoncetheyhavereceivedall theinformationto
makearuling.

We would like to expresour deepestondolenceso thefamily andfriendsof Mr. TomsikandMrs. Senna.
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On March 25, 2019, at approximately 6:30 PM, deputies were dispatched to the 35800 Block of Wagner Lane in reference to a report of a male and three dogs found deceased inside the residence. Upon arriving on scene, deputies located a male, female and three dogs deceased throughout the home. 

Through the course of the investigation, it was learned that the reporting party, an on the road truck driver, his wife and a male friend all lived at the address.  The reporting party last spoke with his wife approximately two weeks prior during the night of blizzard.  At that time, his wife stated there was no power in the residence and his attempts to reach her since that evening were unsuccessful.  

The deceased have been identified as 55-year-old, James Tomsik and 50-year-old, Lana Senna.  The deaths are not considered suspicious and we do not feel there is any threat to the community.  

The Coroner’s Office will determine the cause and manner of death once they have received all the information to make a ruling.

We would like to express our deepest condolences to the family and friends of Mr. Tomsik and Mrs. Senna. 
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
